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BROUGHT TO YOU BY: THE GREYHOUND SUPPORTERS OF THE NCR 

Have you ever wondered exactly how 

your dog sees? There is a lot of myth and 

misinformation floating around about 

whether dogs see in colour, and how well 

they see. This is now fairly well under-

stood. To give it some context, it is im-

portant to understand the difference in 

how dogs and humans use their vision. 

Humans operate mainly during the day 

and require detailed images, often of still 

objects. Dogs are twilight hunters and 

this shapes their vision needs very differ-

ently. Their priorities are movement, field 

of vision, and an ability to see in lower 

light levels. To this end, dogs have devel-

oped special visionary tools that are dif-

ferent from our set.  

Dogs have a better visual discrimination 

for moving objects than we do. This is 

because instead of having a fovea, or 

central area of a high concentration of 

detail -oriented cells, their eyes have a 

broad strip of motion -responsive cells. 

This allows them to track much smaller 

movements and to recognize moving 

objects at great distances. Sighthounds 

can identify their owner at distances as 

great as 800 to 900 metres.  

Consider your peripheral vision. If youõre 

looking at your computer screen while 

reading this, you canõt see anything be-

hind your shoulders in your peripheral 

vision. Humans have about 180° of total 

field of vision. Dogs are closer to 270°. 

However, the field of vision from each 

eye overlaps differently in humans and 

dogs as well. Human eyes, due to their 

face-forward placement, have much more 

overlap, which gives us our stereo vision 

and ability to distinguish distances. Dogs 

have less overlap, as their lifestyle has 

prioritized a wide field of vision over 

depth perception.
